John drew out number 15 on the grid for the first race. With quite a few alterations to the car to make for a perfect set up, the RSCapp / MTS Legend  had a flying start.  By the third bend, the number 4 car was well within the top ten but on the fourth bend, the #15 car tried for a gap that was not there inside John and drove straight over the orange front fender.  Having been hooked up in the bend, John was lucky to be able to rejoin the race at the tail end of the pack and still fight his way back to 12th for the finish.
For the second race the RSCapp/ MTS Legend started sixth on the grid, fighting with the number 19 and 32 for most of the race.  With history between John in his number 4 and Pete Morton in his number 32, they had the crowd on the edge of their seats but John was vistorious in getting past the number 32 on the very last lap to gain the very first podium of the year for RSCapp and MTS in finishing third.
For the final of the day, John started 17th on the grid.  John's experience in traffic proved brilliant again putting him well inside the top ten within the first lap. The bad luck returned by lap two when a car spun ahead of John going down the straightaway. John carefully took to the grass to avoid a collision, but the spinning car was out of control, clipping his back wing and putting the number 4 of John Mickel in the tyre wall for the second time this season.  This did not stop the RSCapp / MTS car from soldiering on, rejoined the pack in 28th place. John will never give in and fought his way back to 17th for the finish.
It turned out to be a day of mixed fortune, with an amazing car in the second race. John said  "In Nine races out of twelve this season, we’ve been taken out by other cars’ misfortune, but hopefully when we go to Mallory on the 13th of June, we can have a trouble-free day and better results!"
