Mickel Motorsport has returned to base and has the following race reports
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Race One
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The number 4 RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport Ford Coupe was running 8th quickest in the opening test session at Oulton Park. This weekend was the first time the legends car had been able to run on a race track since its arrival in kit form from the USA a fortnight earlier. John pulled the number 17th position in the drivers grid draw in a field of 30 cars. This positioned him behind the majority of skilled drivers and left him a lot of work to do.

From 17th, he quickly made his way through the gaggle of cars and was in the top ten within the first few laps. The leaders were well ahead of the field and it left John with too much to do and not enough laps to do it in and it looked like John would settle for eighth place in the RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport car, however this chance was quickly snatched from his grip following contact with Peter Morton who retired from the race with three wheels left on his wagon, whilst John rejoined the race but finished a disappointing 23rd.

Race Two
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With the start positions from race 1 reversed, John started his RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport Legend in 2nd position, alongside Race legend John Jon Higgins. They ran side by side into turn 1 but John Jon's Legend proved to be quicker and he passed John who quickly tucked in behind him. It was soon clear that John was struggling with technical difficulties and unable to keep pace with the leaders and eventually took the chequered flag in 8th place.

"We had a problem with the brakes and even after a rush change of the master cylinder between races, the brakes are still sticking and binding on something. It is just a teething problem and we want a top five finish for the RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport Legend in the last race" said John.

Race Three
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The RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport crew worked very hard between races to ensure a good running car for the last race of the day and to alleviate the teething troubles that had hampered them earlier in the day.

The amalgamation of John's points from race 1 and 2 gave him a start position of 8th on the grid. John charged into the first bend and emerged 4th by the end of the first lap. A battle raged over the next few laps with John shifting positions between second and fifth and the battle took them tight across the finish line with John taking the chequered flag in fourth place.

"I am delighted that we have come away from the first meeting having sorted out our little problems and with what we have learned today, I am sure the RS Capp/MTS/Mickel Motorsport Legend will be a front runner all weekend at Brands Hatch in April."
